Jonah was specially written by David Campton for performance in
Chelmsford Cathedral. The play is a modern morality play. The author
writes of the play: “Jonah is about a man who feels let down by God. He
looks around him at the state of the world and comes to the conclusion that,
if there is such a thing as divine justice, the wicked must be punished. How-
ever, a God’s-eye view of the world is not necessarily the same as Jonah'’s.
Although the basic idea is serious I have tried to make the play as enter-
taining as possible—so there is action and music and comedy and colour, in
which I hope everyone will eventually feel involved so that the total

experience will be what the best theatre should always be—a celebration.”
